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Abstract





The past two decades have seen substantial progress in knowledge concerning etiology, epidemiology, and pathognomonic characteristics of early childhood stuttering.  New findings have been reported in many areas including symptomatology, phonologic, language, cognitive, affective, and motor aspects, as well as genetics, and brain structure and function.  Some findings have altered long standing concepts about the disorder.  Based on large-scale 15-year longitudinal studies of children who stutter, the presentation reviews findings regarding factors listed above, with clinical implications concerning diagnosis, risk prognosis, and treatment decisions.
