Title: Oral and written language skills in AAE speaking children: A Preliminary Look
Abstract: During this seminar we will examine the relationship between oral and written language skills in African American English (AAE) speaking children.  Current literature recognizes the reciprocal relationship between oral and written language skills.  Oral language skills provide the foundation for the development of written language skills, which in turn contributes to continued oral language growth.  Features of AAE phonology and morphosyntax have the potential to effect how these two domains interact in young speakers of the dialect. We will examine the outcome of several research projects that examine the relationship of oral and written language skills in AAE speaking children, across several age groups.
