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Title: The Interview

Overview and rationale

This lesson is designed for students to get to know each other as well as learning basic interview skills.

Objectives

Students will understand the vital role research plays in the interview.

Students will create interview and follow-up questions.

Materials:

Time Magazine
pens, paper, computer

Timeline:

Day One: 90 minutes

· Step one: In groups, students will read two or three of the articles titled 10 Questions For…in Time magazine, looking specifically at the questions the interviewer asked.


Focus Questions: What do you notice about the questions?





      How do you think the writer prepared for the interview?

*Point: The interviewer must have knowledge of the subject BEFORE the interview.

· Step two: Each member of the class will prepare 10 questions an interviewer could ask them, using specific information about themselves. 

Advisor reasoning? Saves time, each student already possesses enough information about themselves to ask probing questions. 

· Students will type the questions.

Day Two: 90 minutes

· Step three: In pairs, students trade questions and interview each other, using the questions they have written for themselves.

· New element: Each interviewer must ask two follow-up questions based on the information from the answers to the questions.

· All answers and follow-up questions must b documented and turned in.
