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CILAS FORMALLY RECOGNIZED AS A
RESEARCH CENTER OF THE UC SYSTEM

In May 1975 the Regents of the Univer-
sity of California formally approved
the Center for Iberian and Latin
American Studies (CILAS), located on
the La Jolla campus, as an official
research center. Claudio Guillén, pro-
fessor of Spanish and Comparative
Literature, will serve as director of
CILAS, with David Ringrose as associ-
ate director.

CILAS inaugurated its first official
academic year by a move to new quar-
ters, and by the publication of the

first issue of a newsletter, EL Sol,
designed to provide detailed reports
on the activities and research proj-
ects of CILAS' faculty and students.

CILAS is devoted to the promotion of
interdisciplinary research and in-
struction in four areas: Latin
America, Chicano society, the United
States-Mexico Frontera, and Iberia.

Faculty members specializing in
Iberian studies are currently con-
cerned with the following research:

Diego Catalén (Spanish literature),
who spent autumn 1975 in Madrid at the
Catedra-Seminario Menéndez Pidal (an
autonomous research unit of the Uni-
versity of Medrid), preparing a new
volume of romanceros.

Aaron Cieourel (sociology), a Guggen-
heim Fellow, 1975-76, working on a
study of Sephardic Jews and Hispanic
culture (see Current Research, Seph-
ardim, for a more detailed descrip-

Cesar Grafia (sociology of art and
literature, history of ideas), work-
ing on religious and cultural tradi-
tions in Seville, Spain.

REPORT ON PROJECTS
OF THE AMERICAN SOCIETY
FOR HISPANIC ART HISTORICAL STUDIES

Officially incorporated as a non-
profit organization under the laws of
the state of Texas on August 2, 1975,
the ' American Society for Hispanic Art
Historical Studies has published to
date three issues of a newsletter,
has held one meeting and scheduled a
second to coincide with the annual
conference of the College Art Associ-
ation of America on February 3, 1976.

Progress reports on several projects
include the following:

A projected compilation of a complete
and up-dated inventory of Hispanic
art historical periodicals available
in the United States can be done only
with the aid of a major research
grant, according to its Newsletter.

A list of all available periodicals,
including information about availa-
bility through interlibrary loan or
low-cost xerographic duplication,
would be followed by publication of
a "union list."

The ASHAHS is also actively consider-
ing a project to supply members with
high quality, durable, and accurate
color slides at a reasonable cost
through a joint undertaking similar
to that carried out last year by the
American Committee for South Asian
Art.

Two projects are underway to make

an inventory of Spanish paintings

in public collections in the United
States. The two studies, indepen-
dent of one another, are being car-
ried out by Pablo Beltran de Hereda
of the University of Texas at Austin,
and by Duncan Kinkead of the Univer-
sity of Cincinnati.

PRCCEEDINGS OF FORUM
O FRANCO REGIME AVAILABLE

A commercial edition is now avail-~
able of the transcript of the pro-
ceedings of the forum on the Franco
Regime held in Washington, D.C., on
June 10, 1975, under the auspices
of the Fund for National Priorities,
entitled "Spain: Implications for
United States Foreign Policy." 1Ini-
tially printed for limited distri-
bution, largely to the news media,
the transcript has proved so popular
that it will be published in both a
hard and soft-cover edition, simul-
taneously, by Greylock Publishers.
This edition will also carry a
position paper on Spain by William
Watson (Massachusetts Institute of
Technology).

cal considerations in Mussolini's decision-making. He covers the
period from Italo-Spanish relations under the Primo dictatorship to
the Second World War.

Research in progress:

A book-length social and political history of the Carlist War, 1833-39.
Under a grant from the National Endowment for the Humanities, I spent
the academic year 19T4-75 in Spain. The archives which proved most
fruitful were: Archivo de la Diputacién de Vizcaya, Guernica; Archivo
Provincial de Navarra; Archivo Histérico Nacional; and Real Academia
de la Historia. I also found some material in the Archivo del Mini-
sterio de Asuntos Exteriores, Archivo de la Presidencia del Gobierno,
Archivo de Palacio, Archivos Provinciales de Alava, Vizcaya (Bilbao),
and Guipuzcoa, as well as in a number of local and diocesan archives.

My chief concern in this study is to explain the mass appeal of Carlism,

taking into account the peasants' frame of reference, experience, and
available alternatives, on the assumption, derived from economic an-
thropology, that their apparent irrationality is due more frequently to
the observers' misperception of the nature of the system in which they
were operating than to the peasants' failure to respond adequately to
the situation.

T expect to write one or two articles this year (1976), but it will
probably be some time before I am ready to begin work on the book
which is the eventual goal of my research.

CRECIMIENTO Y SECTOR AGRARIO

Gonzalo Anes

Précis del trabajo presentado enla V Conferencia Anual, el 22-24 de Marzo,
1974, en la Universidad de California, San Diego.

Todo anflisis de cardcter global y
cuantitativo que se pretenda llevar a
cabo sobre una economia de "Antiguo
régimen" exige conocer las cifras de
poblacidn y sus cambios, en el periddo
objeto de estudio. Y esto no resulta
posible, por shora, para la Espaila
del siglo XVIII, debido a las car-
acteristicas que presenta la infor-
macidén disponible referente al comi-
enzo de la centuria. Sin embargo,

un anflisis detenido de los censos de
1767, 1778, y 1798 permite comprobar
que la poblacidn espafiola tendid a
aumentar en los afios finales del
siglo y que, seglin esta fuente, el
aumento fué mayor en algunas zonas

de la periferia. Ademis, los regis-
tros parroquiales, aunque no han

sido objeto todavia de la atencidn
que merecen, permiten también, por lo
que se conoce sobre localidades con-
cretas, corroborar dicho aumento,
cuya importancia cuantitativa estamos
todavia muy lejos de poder medir
correctamente. Con todo, las inves-
tigaciones realizadas hasta ahora con
la preocupacidén de estimar el aumento
de poblacién durante el siglo, per-
miten proponer unos porcentajes de
aumentos 40 a L45. Si bien el
crecimiento parece modesto, si se
compara con otros conocidos de &pocas
posteriores, no cabe duda de que,
para el siglo XVIII, el aumento tuvo
una importancis primordial, tanto

por los cambios econdmicos que lo
hicieron posible como por sus reper-
cusiones, especialmente visibles en
el sector agrario.
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Las migraciones en el siglo XVII, las
despoblaciones localizadas y, en
definitiva, la redistribucidn es-
pacial y por sectores de la poblacidn
durante el siglo tuvieron que facili-
tar una asignacidén més.correcta de
los recursos, y ello hubo de per-
mitir la recuperacibn econdmica en
los afios finales del decenio 1680-
1690. Por ello, creo que es posible
considerar que se alcanzd, automdtica-
mente, en esos arios, un equilibrio
entre nimero de personas y produccidn
de subsistencias. Las despoblaciones
significaron el abandono de tierras
de mala calidad, la regresidn de
superficies cultivadas para que el
trabajo humano se concentrara en las
tierras mejores, con la consiguiente
repercusidn en el aumento de los
rendimientos medios por unidad de
superficie sembrada.

El crecimiento econdmico es bien claro
en la primera mitad del siglo XVIII,
¥ no es posible comprender sus causas
si no se considera el equilibrio al-
canzado a fines del siglo XVII. Los
contrastes en las distintas evolu-
ciones, seglin las diferentes comarcas
del pafs, parecen impedir que puedan
seflalarse unas tendencias generales,
vdlidas para el conjunto peninsular.
Sin embargo, por lo que se conoce de
los contrastes, en lo que se refiere
a la evolucién de las variables
econdmicas bésicas en una sociedad de
"Antiguo régimen," no parece des-
prenderse la existencia de evoluciones
opuestas. Existe divergencia, pero



no oposicidn. Debido a ello, con-
sidero que resulta 1icito enumerar
las distintas variables, sobre las
que se tiene informacidnyy sefialar
la tendencia de su comportamiento,
aunque ello supongs una esquemati-
zacidn tal vez excesiva:

1. La pblcidén aumentd en las dis-
tintas comarcas del pafs, sin que
puedan sefialarse excepciones de con-
gideracién. Dicho aumento fué, como
es sabido, muy desigual.

2. La produccidén tendid a aumentar.
Las producciones agricolas, en con-
creto, aumentaron a un ritmo dis-
tinto, seglin reflejan las cifras de
diezmos. Pueden analizarse deteni-
damente las series de diezmos de los
distintos productos, por parroquias,
y formar una muestra que permita
conocer las fluctuaciones y las
tendencias, segln las distintas zonas
del pais. La tendencia general, por
1o que se conoce, fué de aumento,
aunque en proporciones.modestas.

3. No se ha comprobado que se
aplicasen nuevas técnicas agrarias
que permitieran modificar--de forma
apreciable--la productividad o los
rendimientos medios por unidad de
superficie sembrada, aunque puedan
aducirse ejemplos locales de pxcepcién,

k. Aunque los nuevos cultivos
--especialmente el mafz--tienen
alguna importancia en determinadas
comarcas del norte de Espafia, las
superficies sembradas y las cosechas
obtenidas representaban una proporcidn
insignificante en relacidn con las
superficies totales destinadas a
cereq} en Espafia, y con el valor que
podria estimarse de la produccidn
total de cereales.

5. El aumento de producciones agri-
colas, necesario para alimentar a
una poblacidn mayor, tuvo lugar por
la puesta en cultivo de mls tierra.
La extension del cultivo significd
la roturacibén y siembra de tierras
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peores. Debido a ello, en ausencia
de la aplicacidén de técnicas mejores,
los rendimientos medios por unidad de
superficie sembrada tendieron a dis-
minuir y @1 sector agrario tendid a
absorber més poblacibn, con lo cual
tendid a aumentar el porcentaje de
poblacibén activa en el sector, en
relacibén de la poblacidn activa total.

6. Los precios de los productos
agricolas, ante una demanda que tendid
a ser mayor que la oferta, origind el
aumento de los mismos, con una ten-
dencia que es distinta, segln los
peri8dos que se observen, y con su-
bidas muy fuertes en los afios de
escasez. La subida de los precios

y la supresidn de la tasa de granos
favorecieron a quienes vendfan
cereales (terratenientes, nobles y
eclesifisticos) por percibirlos en
concepto de rentas y de diezmos. ElL
aumento de las cantidades cosechadas
supuso el aumento de la masa de diez-
mos percibida por quienes estaban
facultadas para cobrarlos (diezmos
secularizados y eclesifsticos).

7. La renta de la tierra tendid a
aumentar, al aumentar la demanda de
tierras.

8. El aumento de las cantidades ex-
igidas en proporcidn a lo cosechado
(diezmos, secularizados o no) y el
aumento de la renta de la tierra
cobrada en especie hicieron posible
que aumentara lo que podriamos

llamar masa de poblacidn comercial-
izable, es decir, la masa dé productos
obtenida por quienes consumfan solo
una parte y destinaban el resto a la
venta. Aumentd, por consiguiente, la
oferta de produtos agricolssen los
mercados. Dicho aumento puede comp-
robarse, con carfcter general, en
todas las zonas del pais, aunque la
concentracién de los productos, por
factores de carfcter "institucional”,
tenfa lugar en determinadas villas y
ciudades a las que llegaban cada que
afio cantidades de productos agricolas,
fundamentalmente cereales, como parte



de diezmos y como rentas cobradas en
especie. Ello tenfa importancia en
la formacidn de mercados de productos
agricolas, del lado de la oferta.

Del lado de la demanda también in-
flufan, para la concentracidn, los
nlicleos urbanos importantes. Asi,

el abastecimiento de Madrid origind
problemas graves de transporte, ya-
que el aumento de poblacidn, el
aumento de demanda, y el del volumen
de mercancias a transportar provocaron
el aumento consiguiente de la demanda
de transporte sin que pudiera aumen-
tar la oferta en la proporecidn
necesaria, ya que la expansidn del
cultivo habrd supuesto la disminucién
del area de pastos permanentes y
exigido una proporeidn mayor de ani-
males de tiro, al cultivar més ex-
tensidn de tierra y al estar las
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nuevas tierras, por lo general, mis
alejadas de los nficleos de poblacidn.

Por todo lo expuesto, cabe concluir
que el crecimiento agrario conse-~
guido mediante la extensidn del cul-
tivo signific8, a largo plazo, y en
términos generales, un descenso de
los rendimientos medios por unidad
de superficie sembrada y que dismin-
uyera lo obtenido por trabajar en el
sector. El aumento del porcentaje
de poblacidén en el sector agrario,
en relacidn con la poblacidn activa
total, permite comprender que no

se hubieran creado las condiciones
necesarias para el comienzo de un
proceso de industriaslizacidén, y si,
en cambio, para las modificaciones
del régimen de la propiedad de la
tierra.
