RARE BOOKS EXHIBITION HONORS BISHKO

A rare book exhibition on esrly Spain and Portugal was mounted in the
University of Virginia Library from 23 April 1977 through 31 August
1977 to henor C. Julian Bishko, Commonwealth Professor of History, who
developed much of the library's Spanish history collection. Professor
Bishko, who retired this spring after 39 years on the University of
Virginia faculty, was honored by friends and colleagues at a reception
and dinner, during which the University Librarian Ray W. Frantz Jr.
announced the establishment of the Charles Julian Bishko Book Fund

to purchase Iberian studies books. Among Professor Bishko's colleagues
presenting testimonial remarks at the dinner were Lewis Hanke of the
University of Massachusetts and James Powers of Holy Cross University.

CARRTAZO ELECTED TO ACADEMY OF HISTORY

Juan de Mata Carriazo, emeritus professor of Medieval History at

the University of Seville, has been inducted into the Academia de
Historia, Madrid. Beginning in 1927 with his edition of Diego de
Valera's Crénica de los reyes cat8licos, Carriazo devoted his

career to publishing modern editions of previously unedited vernacular
chronicles from the fifteenth and sixteenth centuries, and to editing
and publishing guldes and inventories of the Seville archives. For
his inaugural address, Carriazo spoke on GBmez Moreno.

COLOQUIO SOBRE LA PROBLEMATICA ACTUAL DE LA HISTORIA CONTEMPORANEA
DE ESPARA: 6-7 May 1977

The del Amo Foundation and the Centro de Estudios de la Universidad

de California sponsored a colloquium on "La problemdtica actual de la
historia contemporfinea de Espafia'" in the Colegio Mayor Jaime Del Amo,
Madrid. Unlike most colloquia, which are organized to bring together
speclalists in a common field to learn what research each is engaged
in and exchange information on their findings, usually before a select
public, the purpose of this colloquium was to permit leading scholars
in distinct areas of history and related disciplines to explain the
nature of their research and its application to the study of the past
to a wider public. To giwve the colloquium a framework and general
Interest four broad topics in the history of Spain in the 19th and 20th
century were selected, and the papers used them as examples to illus-
trate the distinct methodology and approaches.

The intended public was the younger generation of historians and
advanced university students who have most to gain from hearing about
innovations in methodology and learning what other disciplines can
contribute to history. To get to this kind of public, the organizers
publicized the colloquium through letters to leading professors of
history throughout Spain, directors of research centers, and invitations
to a number of individuals suggested by the participants and others.

One of the innovations of the colloquium, especially in Spain, was
the use of young historians as commentators on the papers. Putting
them on the program was intended to show that the colloquium was
directed to a young audience, and that history 1s not the preserve
of an older generation. They also furnished representation from
other Spanish universities.

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MARCEL BATAILLGN 1895-1977

Marcel Bataillon, the dean of French hispanists and one of the most
tnfluential intellectual historians ef the Iberian Peninsula, died

in June 1977. Batallleon began his teaching career in 1922 at the
University aof Lishen, then moved te Berdeaux and Algiers before
joining the University of Paris in 1937, From 1945 to 1965, he was
Professeur de langues et de litté@ratures de la Péninsule ib&rique

et de 1'Amérique latine at the CollBge de France. He was also
Administrateur (1955-1965) and Administrateur honoraire (after

1965) of the Colldge de France, and in 1952 he was elected Membre

de 1'Institut (Académie des inscriptions et belles-lettres). He
served as President of '"Dé€fense de la jeunesse scolaire" and editor

of Revue de Litt8rature Comparfe, Among the most important of his
nearly 500 publications were Prasme et 1'Espagne (1937), La CElestine
selon Fernando de Rojas (1961), and Etudes dur Bartolomé de las Casas
(1966), A collection of essays in his honor, including a bibliography
of his publications, appeared in 1962 (MElanges offerts a Marcel
Batatllon) as a special edition of Bulletin Hispanique, vol. 64, part 2.

DALE MIYAGI

Dale Miyagi, a member of this Society, was found dead in his apartment
in Agana, Guam, on 23 February 1977. A native of Hawaii, Miyagi was
a doctoral candidate in history at the University of New Mexico, where
he was writing his dissertation on the Philippines. Since 1974, Miyagi
had been a Research Specialist at the Micronesian Area Research Center,
University of Guam, and in 1976 led a MARC team doing research in
Spanish and American archives on Spanish historical monuments in Guam
and Micronesia.

NOEL SATOMON 1917-197T

No#l Salomon, one of the most important French Hispanists of our day,
died quite suddenly this spring in Bordeaux after a heart attack. In
1974 he served both as President of the French Association of Hispanists
and as the Vice President of the Tnternational Association of Hispanists.
He had retired from active teaching in 1975, although he continued to
direct a center for historical research at the University in Bordeaux.
During these past two years he had spent a great deal of time in the
village of Cercedillsa, near Madrid. His major work was La Campagne de
Nouvelle Castille & la fin du XVI® silcle d'apres les "Relaciones
Topogrificas" (1964)., He used the reports on property collected

under Philip II to conclude that the lot of the peasant was already
oppressive in the late sixteenth century, as against the theory that

the lot of the peasant did not worsen until the events of the early
seventeenth century.
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SPANISH NEWSPAPER PROJECT: EL SOCTALISTA

The Library of Congress has recently acquired from the Centro Nacional
de Microfilm in Madrid pesitive microfilms of the Madrid newspaper

El Soctalista for the period 12 March 1886 through 28 March 1939. The
complete microfilm heldings consist of 57 reels of positive film which
will Be available in the Library's Newspaper and Current Periodical
Reading Reom. El Soclalista was founded as a weekly on 12 March 1886
only seven years after the creatlon of the party itself and two years
before the UGT was established, Its editor for most of the period
until 1920 was Pablo Iglesias. Other prominent members of the party
also had active parts as editors and, after the turn of the century,
El Socialista began receiving contributions from such distinguished
intellectuals as Clar{n, Unamuno, and Ortega y Gasset. In 1913,

El Soclalista became a daily and continued publication until the

fall of Madrid on 29 March 1939. Acquisition of the complete microfilm
holdings of El Soclalista was recommended by a group of United States
historians specializing in modern Spanish history.

ARCHIVES OF THE SPANISH LIBERTARTAN MOVEMENT IN THE INTERNATIONAL
INSTITUTE OF SOCTIAL HISTORY, Herengracht 262-266, Amsterdam-C.,
The Netherlands

(Note: This account was written by Joan C. Ullman on the basis of a
report prepared by Rudolf de Jong, Head of the Department of Anarchism,
Iberia & Latin America at the IISH, dated April 1977.)

In 1939, on the eve of the conquest of Catalonia by Nationalist
troops, the Spanish Libertarian Movement™ evacuated the archives from
their headquarters in Barcelona, located on the Via Layetana (then
called the Via Durrutil). Sent first to France, the documents were
forwarded that same year to %msterdam for deposit at the International
Institute of Social History.“ There they remained, unopened, stored
in forty large boxes, until in 1975 the Board of Directors finally
decided upon a procedure that will eventually permit historians--albeit
in restricted fashion--to use the Libertarian archive for research
purposes, The decision was reached only after many years of consul-
tation with members of the Spanish Libertarian Movement in Exile, and
after having secured a legal opinion from a specialist in the field
of international private law.

The archive of the Libertarian Movement 1s certain to provide
invaluable documentation for the study not only of the anarchist
movement and of the social revolution in Republican Spain but also
for the study of general political and military developments during
the Civil War. The bulk of the material, however, would appear to
date from the year 1938, or at least this is the impression gleaned
from two very provisional inventories (one of the CNT and one of the
FAT) prepared in 1939, before the archive was deposited at the IISH.

The collection, of books, serials, and pamphlets, as well as of
documents, is particularly rich in details about the structure and
the activities of the Libertarian Movement. Of major interest is
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the great numher of minutes of meetings at both local and regional
levels, nat only of the CNT and the FAL but of affiliated organizations
such as the FIJL (yeuth federation), Mujeres Libres, the AIT
(Asociacion Internactonal del Trabaje”), and the SIA. There is

much decumentatien on the soclal and economic revolution in Republican
spain, 1936-1937, and on the counter-revolution that took place after
the 'events' of May 1939 in Barcelona, A large number of documents
deal with military affairs and with the political-military situation
on the battle fronts. One word of caution, however, should be noted:
due to the chaotic situation at the moment of evacuation, the boxes

do contain much material that ts of little, if any, value (such as
papers dealing with miner administrative or financial matters,
duplicates, etc,).

In his report of April 1977, Rudelf de Jong outlines the procedures
established in 1975 by the Directors ef the IISH for scholarly consul~
tatien of the Libertarian collection., The Institute will open the
Archive, organize and then classify the material, then prepare an
inventery. The collection is enermous (forty boxes which contain
more than 200 large parcels) and therefore it is estimated that it
will take several years to complete the inventory. After cataloging,
archivists believe there should be between 1,000 and 1,250 folders,
each with five to ten maps, occupylng a shelf space of seventy-five
meters. Once the inventory has been completed, historians may apply
for authorization to consult the archive. Even then there will be a
delay, for Directors of the IISH have agreed to notify, beforehand,
members of the Spanish Libertarian Movement, informing them of the
name of the historian and of the subject of his/her research. Any
historian who is interested, comments Rudolf de Jong, "will have to
write a long time in advance because members of the Libertarian
Movement must be informed--and they will still need some patience."

In their declaration of 1975 the Directors of the IISH also obligated
themselves to hold new conversations and negotiations with the Liber-
tarian Movement as soon as it had established itself in Spain and was
freely able to conduct its affairs and to hold congresses. 1In the
spring of 1977 the CNT began this task of rebuilding its organization
in Spain.

Students of Spanish anarchism may be interested in some of the
other collections in the International Institute of Social History.

The Archives of Michael Bakunin (1814-1874). 1In this collection of
material written by and about Bakunin there is some information on

the origins of Spanish anarchism at the time of the I International.
The IISH is publishing an ambitious new, complete edition of Bakunin's
works under the editorship of Arthur Lehning. Five volumes have

been published to date.

The Archives of Max Nettlau (1865-1944), the Austrian historian of
anarchism. His correspondence, diaries, documents, and manuscripts
(some of which are unpublished) contain many references to Spanish
anarchism, particularly in the late nineteenth and early twentieth
centuries.

The Archives of Rudolf Rocker (1874<1958), the German libertarian.
His cowxrespondence, diaries, and manuscripts contain important
material on the Spanish Civyil War,

The Archives of Cipriano‘Mera (1897<1975), CNT activist and Civil
War military commander., This contained only a part-of Mera's
archives (or did at the time the IYSH published an index in 1968),
and his memoirs,

In addition, there 1s a separate Cellection of Documents on the
Spanish Civil War, and one on the Refugees in France which contains
manuscripts and documents,

The books and pamphlets in the IISH have been catalogued, alpha-
betically, in a twelve velume wark published by G. K. Hall (1970).
The titles, dates, and a brief description of some of the Spanish
labor and radical newspapers in the IISH have been noted by Victor
Manuel Arbeloa in his articles en the lecatien of the Spanish
working class press, Fer a partial listing see Indice Histérico
Espafiol, 21:73 (May-August 1973), pp. 338-39; 351-52,

FOOTNOTES

1The term Movimiento Libertario Espafiol (MLE) was used from April
1938 to designate the entire movement, that is: the CNT (Confederacifn
Nacional del Trabajo); the FAT (Federacidn Anarquista Ib&rica); and
the FIJL (Federacibn Tbérica de Juventud Libertaria). According to
Federica Montseny, in exile the libertarians initially employed the
title Movimiento Libertario~ CNT en el Exilio. Following the schism
of 1946-1947, when both 'political' and fapolitical' libertarians
claimed the title, the latter group renamed themselves the CNT de
Espafia en el Exilio. (See 'Federica Montseny: Una Entrevista con
la Historia," Tiempo de Historia (Madrid), 3:31 (June 1977), p. 18.)
Later, following the reunification of 'political' and 'apolitical'
libertarians in 1961-1963, the combined title MLE-CNT en el Exilio
was used.

In progress: My active investigation falls into three main areas:
An interest in the place of armed conflict at sea, both naval
warfare in the traditional sense and less formalized applications
of violence, in the early modern period, particularly in the
Spanish dominions. This interest has resolved itself into an
investigation of the role of piracy, corsairing, etc. —-

the guerre de course -—— in the development of naval warfare.

An attempt to develop an enhanced understanding of the operation
of the war gallery through the application of physiological and
hydrodynamic theory to contemporary Spanish data (preserved in
the Museo Naval, Madrid) dealing with the costs of operating

a galley and focussing on the costs of crew maintenance, mainly
diet and salaries. Although still tentative, the initial
results are startling, suggesting a remarkable standard of
fitness and endurance among at least those oarsmen who managed
to survive the rigors of their profession.

An application of the theory of ballistics to the analysis of
early modern naval ordnance. My investigation is based on
measurement and analysis of surviving examples of ordnance,
mainly of cast bronze, in the collections of the Museo del
Ejército, Madrid, the Museo Storico Navale, Venice, the Museo
Militar, Lisbon, and the Askeri Musesi and Deniz Musesi,
Istanbul. My approach diverges from earlier published analyses
in that it focussed primarily on tactiecs, structural problems,
and internal ballistics -- what happens to the projectile between
charge, ignition and exit from the barrel -- as opposed to
external ballistics.

The interviews cover a wide range
of problems of administrative structure of relations with the cabinet,
with interest groups, with local authorities, etc. Particular
attention 1is paid to the processes of decision making within the
bureaucracy and the linkages between bureaucratic bodies and interest
groups. The study replicates research done in other countries,
particularly the study by Ezra Suleiman, Power and Bureaucracy in
France, published by Princeton University Press.
