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Abstract:
Temporal resolution is an auditory perceptual skill that appears to deteriorate consistently with age and/or hearing loss, is thought to be important for the understanding of degraded speech, and has shown promise for remediation. Interestingly, recent research in our lab has shown that some older adults with sensorineural hearing loss exhibit normal temporal resolution. These data as well as preliminary physiological data describing the peripheral and central auditory function of older listeners with temporal deficits will be discussed.
