ABSTRACT
Objective: The primary objective of this study was to determine if there was a relationship between naming and inhibitory processes in persons with aphasia. A secondary objective was to determine if negative priming exists in persons with aphasia, and if so, if it was limited to specific aphasia profiles. 

Research Design: Controlled, prospective, mixed-model design examined the effects of type of aphasia, stimulus asynchrony, syntax, semantic relatedness, and number of associates.
Methodology: Twenty participants with aphasia, twenty young participants, and twenty age-matched aphasic group controls were recruited for this study. All participants named pictured stimuli and performed lexical decision tasks on a computer. 
Results: Results will be discussed in the context of an interactive activation model of lexical access and the role of inhibition in the naming disorders present in aphasia.
