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This presentation will review the essential concepts underlying the use of effect sizes and statistical power analysis. From the perspective of applied researchers (rather than that of research methodologists), the computation and interpretation of effect sizes and power estimates will be examined, with an emphasis on the interpretation of effect sizes in the context of statistical hypothesis tests (e.g., I failed to reject the null hypothesis but I have a large effect size – what do I do now?). Interpretational caveats related to effect sizes and power analysis (especially retrospective power analysis) will be addressed and suggestions for further reading and study will be provided.
